REPORT ON THE 4th  MEETING OF THE PROJECT


 “Action Programme to improve transboundary cooperation 
and sustainable management of the Dniester River” (DNIESTER II)

Chernovtsy, Ukraine, 23-24 February 2007
A. ORGANIZATION OF THE MEETING

1. The 4th meeting of the project “Action Programme to improve transboundary cooperation and sustainable management of the Dniester River” (Dniester II) was held in Chernovtsy, Ukraine on 23-24 February 2007. The meeting was organized by the Organization of Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) and the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE). 

2. The Dniester II project is implemented by OSCE and UNECE in collaboration with authorities and NGOs from Ukraine and Moldova. The project aims at the improvement of the joint management of the river basin. The project is part of the ENVSEC initiative. The principal outputs of the project are: 1) an agreed Action Programme to improve the transboundary water management of the Dniester River Basin, and 2) a river basin website managed by Ukrainian and Moldovan authorities. 

Objectives of the meeting

3. The main objectives of the meeting were: 1) second reading of the draft Dniester Agreement, 2) discussion of the draft Regulation on stakeholders participation in meetings of the Plenipotentiaries and the draft Regulation of the management of the joint website, 3) development of the next to final project proposal and the Action Plan to develop information management system of the Dniester River, 4) development of the draft Regulation on cooperation on the sanitary-hygienic control of transboundary waters, and 5) information exchange with projects implemented in the region.
Participants

4. 34 experts from Moldova (including Transdniester), Ukraine, staff members of UNECE, OSCE, UNEP/GRID – Arendal, a consultant on international waters legislation and two representatives of the TACIS project took part in the meeting.  The list of participants is provided in Annex 1. 
Opening of the Meeting

5. Mr Libert, the Regional Advisor on Environment from the UNECE Secretariat opened the meeting and a round-table presentation of the participants of the meeting was made. 

6. The agenda of the meeting was approved (Annex 2). There were joint introductory and final sessions, and 3 parallel meetings of the national delegations, of the information working group (WG), and of the sanitary-hygienic WG. 

B. PROCEEDINGS 

7. Participants of the meeting reported on the activities undertaken after the meeting in Chisinau on 8-9 November 2006. More specifically:

а) Comments on the draft Dniester Agreement have been provided by the MFA of Ukraine, Ministry of Economy of Ukraine, MoE of Ukraine, Apele Moldovei. Comments have also been compiled from public consultations which took place in Berezhany (Ternopil oblast, Ukraine) on 2-3 December 2006 and in Chisinau on 5 December 2006. Overall, the feedback on the draft Agreement has been positive. 

b) The draft Regulation and draft Annex to the Dniester Agreement on stakeholders participation have been updated. 

с) The draft Action Programme to improve transboundary cooperation and sustainable management of the Dniester River in 2007-2009 has been commented on by project participants, and updated. 

d) The project proposal and the Action Plan to develop information management system of the Dniester River have been updated. 

e) A draft Regulation on cooperation on the sanitary-hygienic control in the transboundary waters (the Dniester and the rivers of the Black Sea basin) has been developed.
f) A draft Regulation on management of the joint Dniester website has been drafted.
g) Information between the “Dniester II project”, the TACIS Lower Dniester project, the “Dniester, risk” project and a Moldovan-Estonian project on transboundary waters management has been exchanged.

8. The work of the national delegations was devoted to the second reading of the draft Dniester Agreement, discussion of the updated draft Regulation on public and stakeholders participation at the meetings of the Plenipotentiaries  under the Agreement on the Transboundary Watercourses (1994), and a draft Annex on public participation in the Dniester Commission (annex to the draft Dniester Agreement).   
9. The information and the sanitary-hygienic WGs held joint introductory and final sessions, at which access to information by various target groups (e.g. administration, public) was discussed.
10. The participants of the information WG worked on finalization of the project proposal and the Action Plan to develop information management system of the Dniester River. 
11. The participants of the sanitary-hygienic WG discussed the draft Regulation on cooperation on the sanitary-hygienic control in transboundary waters (the Dniester and the rivers of the Black Sea basin). The focus was on annexes to the Regulation, i.e.: location and number of monitoring points, frequency of taking samples, a joint list of indicators for water quality, blanks for samples and for results of sampling. 
12. The participants of the national delegations and the information WG discussed a draft Regulation on management of the joint Dniester website.

13. It was emphasized that project outcomes can be a basis for further support within the framework of the EU Neighborhood Policy (e.g. Romania). 
C. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The participants recommended taking the following actions: 

With regard to the current meeting

14. The meeting report, a list of participants and other relevant materials of the meeting will be sent to the participants within 10 days after the meeting. Participants will have one week to send their comments on the report to Ms Kutonova. After that the approved report will be uploaded to the webpage and disseminated. A list of documents being produced in the framework of the project is provided in Annex 3.   

15. An updated version of the draft Dniester Agreement, prepared by Mr Vinogradov will be sent for comments to meeting participants within two weeks after the meeting. 
16. A working group consisting of Mrs Zakorchevna, Mr Vykhrist, Mr Trombitsky and Mr Melian will draft a justification for the Dniester Agreement for its further intersectoral agreement and signing. The justification is to be prepared by the 5th project meeting.
17. The project results, intentions and follow-up are to be presented at the Second Preparatory Conference to the 15th OSCE Economic and Environmental Forum (12-13 March 2007, Zaragoza, Spain) and at the 15th Forum (21-23 May 2007, Prague, the Czech Republic).

18. Updated versions of the draft Regulation on public and stakeholders participation at the meetings of the Plenipotentiaries and the draft Annex to the draft Dniester Agreement on information and participation of public and other stakeholders in the management of the Dniester River basin will be prepared by Mr Trombitsky and Mr Vinogradov within 3 weeks after the meeting and will be sent to its participants.

19. Ms Kutonova will send an updated draft Regulation on the management of the joint Dniester website and an updated draft Action Programme. The participants will be asked to comment the documents within 10 days.
20. Public consultations on the draft Action Programme will be conducted in Chisinau, Tiraspol and Odessa in March-April 2007.
21. The draft Action Programme will be discussed among the project participants before the final project meeting. 

With regard to the Sanitary-hygienic WG
22. The WG will continue the development of the draft Regulation, i.e. with regard to coordinates for sampling, the Annex on the protocol for sampling and the Annex on results evaluation. 
23. Ms Kutonova will inform the Ministry of Health of Ukraine about activities of the WG within one month after the meeting. 
24. An additional meeting of the WG to finalise the draft Regulation might be conducted once the funds are available. 

25. The website www.dniester.org will be expanded by a page for the sanitary-hygienic WG within a month after the meeting. The WG participants suggest a quarterly update of the sub-page, in case of emergency – an immediate update.

With regard to the Information WG
26. The Plenipotentiaries and representatives of other agencies involved in the project supported the activities of the information WG in regard with development of the Action Plan and the project proposal for the Swedish Environmental Protection Agency. 
27. The WG will continue developing the transboundary information management system of the Dniester River and will: 
a. Finalize the project proposal for the  Swedish Environmental Protection Agency until mid-April 2007. Letters of support are to be prepared by OSCE.
b. Be responsible for further needs assessment and steps to develop a project proposal for the EU Neighborhood Programme on transboundary water cooperation. 
With regard to the following meetings
28. The final project meeting will take place in Moldova in mid-June 2007. This meeting will only involve representatives of the national delegations and heads of the working groups at the meeting. 
29. A meeting devoted to fish biodiversity conservation and fisheries will be organized before the final meeting.
30. The following points of the agenda will be discussed at the final meeting:

· The report on the public consultations on the Action Programme,

· The justification for the Dniester Agreement,
· The Action Programme,

· Further steps within the project frame and project follow-up.
