on the 5th meeting of the project 


 “Transboundary cooperation and sustainable management in the Dniester River basin: Phase III - Implementation of the Action Programme” 

(DNIESTER-III)

Chisinau, Moldova, 19 April 2011

A. ORGANIZATION OF THE MEETING

1. The 5th meeting of the project “Transboundary cooperation and sustainable management in the Dniester River basin: Phase III - Implementation of the Action Programme” (Dniester-III) was held in Chisinau on 19 April 2011. The meeting was organized by the Organisation of Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE), and United Nations Environmental Programme (UNEP).
2. The Dniester-III project is implemented by OSCE, UNECE, and UNEP in close collaboration with authorities and NGOs from Moldova and Ukraine. The aim of the project is to improve cooperation between Moldova and Ukraine, in particular on issues of legislation, sanitary-epidemiological water quality control, biodiversity conservation, information exchange, and public awareness. The project is a part of the Environment and Security Initiative (ENVSEC). 
Objectives of the meeting 

3. The main objectives of the meeting were to discuss implementation of various components of the Dniester-III project, and in particular, to discuss the development of the draft Dniester River basin Treaty.
Attendance

4. The meeting was attended by 26 participants (9 females and 17 males) who represented national state authorities, research institutes, and NGOs from Moldova and Ukraine. The list of participants is found in Annex 1.

Opening of the meeting 

5. Mr Chirica, Deputy Minister of Ecology and Natural Resources of Republic of Moldova, welcomed participants of the meeting and stressed that the work on the Treaty should be completed, and assistance should be provided to the Dniester Commission, which is to be established according to the new Dniester River Treaty. Mr Petruk, Head of the Water Management Department of the MOE of Ukraine confirmed the intention of the Ministry to sign the new Dniester River Basin Treaty during the ministerial conference “Environment for Europe” (Astana, Kazakhstan, 21-23 September 2011) and stressed that the Agreement 1994 which is currently in force should continue to be in force.   
6. The agenda of the meeting was approved (Annex 2). 

B.  PROCEEDINGS 

Draft Dniester River Basin Treaty
7. Ms Kutonova (OSCE) informed that according to the last meeting conclusions (Odessa, June 2010) draft Ukrainian and Romanian versions of the Treaty have been edited. A letter with a request to support the process of signing the Treaty signed by Mr Kubis, Executive Secretary of UNECE, was sent to MOE and MFA of Ukraine. 
8. Mr Chirica informed that in Moldova the draft Treaty was agreed upon within the MOE and is ready for interdepartmental agreement. Mr Petruk informed that in Ukraine (with the support of the Dniester-III project) supporting documents had been finalized, consultations with relevant ministries had been conducted and the draft Treaty was commented on by the ministries. He also stated that the draft Treaty had been agreed upon by the legal and finance departments of the MOE. However, due to a large-scale administrative reform in Ukraine there was a significant, 5-month, delay in the process of approval.
9. Mr Bularga (Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integration of Moldova) confirmed the interest of the Government in signing the new Dniester River basin Treaty, and encouraged colleagues from the MOE of Moldova to accelerate the process of approval in Moldova; and asked Ukrainian colleagues to continue to contribute to this process in Ukraine. The Moldovan side suggested signing the draft of the Dniester River basin Treaty in one package with a draft agreement on Novodniestrovsk hydro-complex.  

10. Mr Vykhrist (project legal expert) asked not to change, as far as possible, the Russian version of the draft Treaty. During discussions it was decided to open brackets in art. 6.5, 17.1, 27.4, 27.9, and 31.2.
11. Mr Libert (UNECE) drew attention to a possibility to sign the Treaty by/during the Ministerial Conference in Astana, as the Conference gives an opportunity to demonstrate the will to improve cooperation in the basin and to attract donors to support implementation of the Treaty (the 3 phases of Dniester Projects have raised ca 800,000 Euros). Mr Chirica and Mr Petruk stated the intention to confirm the decision to sign the Treaty at the meeting UNECE Committee on Environmental Policy (Geneva, 24-27 May 2011), and at the 4th meeting of Parties of the Aarhus Convention (Chisinau, 29 June–1 July 2011); they also stressed the need of support from the international community to the Dniester Commission during the first years of its operation.
12. Representatives of non-governmental organisations offered their assistance in informing the population and addressing authorities on the need to sign the Treaty. 
13. Mr Chirica informed about issues which Moldova faces regarding the operation of the Novodniestrovsk hydro-complex. i.e. diurnal fluctuations of water level, thermal pollution and change of the biological mode (change of microclimate, low temperature of water for agriculture retarding the development of agricultural crops). To address these issues the Government of Moldova has drafted a document according to which a Joint Commission on Demarcation should be established, and two hydrological stations should be installed on both sides below the hydro-complex to conduct hydrological and biological monitoring. Mr Babich informed that in September 2010 a visit to Novodniestrovsk hydro-complex was organized for the Moldovan delegation, and there were no proposals of the delegation that could be reflected in the protocol of the meeting.

Other project components
14. Mrs Siniaeva  (Eco-TIRAS), Coordinator of the project Sanitary-Hygienic working group, informed that since the last meeting three joint water samplings were conducted (in August and November 2010, April 2011); two working meetings were conducted to discuss sampling results and to finalize the draft Regulation for sanitary-hygienic monitoring of the water quality in the Dniester; as well as two meetings for staff training and joint processing of water samples (Odessa in November 2010, and Chisinau in April 2011). Results of such cooperation were reported at a meeting of Eastern European countries on the Protocol on Water and Health within UNECE Water Convention (Minsk, 5-6 April 2011). Mr Bahknarel, Director of National Health Centre of Moldova, expressed his wish to meet working group participants and laboratory medical workers on 20 April 2011. The working group activities exhibit an effective model of cooperation between sanitary-epidemiological services in the Dniester basin: members of the group have come to understanding the causes of the initial discrepancy of test results of water samples in different countries and laboratories of the Dniester basin, and have prepared a draft Regulation. Required areas of the group's work in the future are analysis of virological contamination in the basin (the largest discrepancies in the results were recorded for these parameters), and implementation of the Protocol on Water and Health. 
15. In addition to Mrs Siniaeva’s report, Ms Kutonova said that although the last sampling and training were not planned in the project budget, they have become possible due to the efficient use of the project resources. Ms Kutonova further informed that a light meter, a microscope, three portable refrigerators, and a laptop were purchased for the Republican Center for Hygiene and Epidemiology (Tiraspol), as well as a laptop for the National Center for Public Health (Chisinau). Photos of water sampling and equipment are found in Annex 4. 
16. Mr Bujac (Apele Моldovei) and Mr Denisov (UNEP) informed that a pilot GIS was placed on the server of UNEP/GRID-Arendal at http://enrin.grida.no/dniester/. The system is open for integration of any new pieces of information and data. By the end of the project it is envisaged to transfer the system to the region, further expand the system, and to create an atlas of the Dniester. Next meeting of the working group is scheduled for summer 2011 in Kyiv.
17. Mr Denisov informed that the final version of the analysis of the monitoring in the Dniester basin was approved by the project participants and placed on www.dniester.org. A meeting of the working group of SES representatives, project experts (from the Netherlands and Finland), UNEP, and OSCE was conducted during in Odessa on 26-27 October 2010. Proposals to harmonize the procedures for virological analysis in the basin, to build capacity, and to improve the equipment of SES laboratories that are to be implemented in the project in 2011 were discussed. Water-ecological monitoring was also discussed at the meeting. As a follow-up of the meeting the project supported joint water sampling of the working groups on water-ecological monitoring and SES in the Lower Dniester (17 November 2010), two meetings of the working group on water-ecological monitoring (Odessa, 18 November 2010, and Chisinau, 20 April 2011), members of the working group from Ukraine visited laboratories of Moldovan State Hydrometeorological Centre (Chisinau, 20 April 2011). During these meetings conditions for harmonisation of regulations and quality control were agreed upon (to finalise the Regulations), and an expedition in the summer of 2011 was discussed.
18. Mr Ursu (National Fish Inspectorate of Moldova) once again drew attention to a catastrophic loss of biodiversity, particularly fish, in the Dniester River, which scientists believe is largely due to the operation of Novodniestrovsk Hydro-Power Plant and uncontrolled poaching near Tiraspol (this indicates for the need of cooperation between Ukraine and Tiraspol). Mr Bushuev informed that with support of the Dniester-III project the 5th meeting of the expert group from Ukraine and Moldova to discuss issues of use and protection of aquatic resources in transboundary waters was organized in Chisinau on 3-4 November 2010. The meeting resulted in a document “Cooperation in the protection of aquatic biological (living) resources and fishing management in the Dniester River”. It was recommended that the competent authorities from the two sides should consider the inclusion of the document as an Annex to the draft Dniester Treaty. Mr Babich (an independent expert) and Mr Petruk suggested the possibility to install fish passes in locations that impede fish migration, and also suggested that the HPP could co-finance construction of such passes. Ms Kutonova reported that field trips of Moldovan and Ukrainian experts in the lower course of the Dniester River to create a list and a map of the most valuable Dniester basin areas and recommendations for their protection would be supported by the Dniester-III project in May-October 2011. 

19. Ms Koeppel (UNECE) reported on implementation of the pilot project "Reducing vulnerability to extreme floods and climate change in the Dniester River Basin". In the frame of this project project after the 1st meeting (Chisinau, 7-9 June 2010) two meetings of the working group (Kyiv, 9 November 2010, and Chisinau, 18 April 2011), and two meetings of experts (Bratislava, 3-4 March 2011, and Chisinau, 18-19 April 2011) were conducted. A survey of available data and information on the effects of climate change and extreme floods in the Dniester River basin were completed as a result of those meetings, and a detailed proposal and work plan on the analysis of vulnerability, risk modelling and mapping were prepared. Documents for this and other pilot projects of the UNECE Water Convention are available at http://www1.unece.org/ehlm/platform/display/ClimateChange and http://goo.gl/P1mxf. 

20. Ms Kutonova described the activities undertaken in the frame of public awareness component of the project, namely:
· 20 skins for kayaks for educational and scientific purposes were purchased, the Dniester Festival (Transdniester, July 2010) and an international Dniester conference (Bendery, March 2011) were (partly) supported (proposals from Eco-TIRAS), 
· 500 copies of the instructions for planting trees dedicated to celebration of the International Water Day in the Odessa region were published, albums and CDs with winning pieces of the competition "Colours of the Dniester-2010" were produced, Russian subtitles for a film on the competition were developed, and posters announcing the competition "Colours of the Dniester-2011" were printed (proposals from Odessa oblast water authorities and Mama-86-Odessa). 
Mr Denisov announced that a press tour on the route Lviv-Kalush-Novodniestrovsk-Chernivtsi will be organized on 17-23 July 2011. The competition for journalists to take part in the will be announced and posted on the project site www.dniester.org.   

Miscellaneous
21. Project participants shared the following information about other projects and processes in the Dniester basin:
· Mr Libert and Mr Bujac informed that in the frame of the project on harmonization of information flows in transboundary basins in EECCA (including the Dniester River basin and the Aral Sea), supported by the French Government and implemented jointly with the International Water Assessment Center (IWAC), meetings in Moldova and Ukraine and a training seminar in Chisinau were organized, a training seminar in Kyiv is scheduled for May 2011;
· Mr Trombitsky (Eco-TIRAS) informed that the annual Dniester Summer School will be held for the youth (for around 100 participants) of the basin area in village Malovata Noue, Dubossary region on 7-16 July 2011. The Dniester Festival will be organized in village Chobruchi of Slobozia district in the end of the Summer School on 17 July 2011.  
· Mr Trombitsky also reported on the completion of the project on a reconstruction plan of the reserve Yagorlyk (supported by UNDP Moldova and OSCE Mission in Moldova). The plan is available at http://eco-tiras.org/index.php?option=com_content&task=view&id=101&Itemid=34).
· Mrs Slesarenok (Mama-86-Odessa) urged participants to disseminate invitations to participate in the basin competition "Colours of the Dniester - 2011" (22 April – 12 September 2011), which is organized by Lviv oblast water authorities and Mama-86-Odessa;

· Mr Babich informed that in the frame of the "Integrated Scheme of Flood Protection on the rivers Prut, Siret, and Dniester (cost of which is $15 million) three polders in Lviv region have been constructed. Also in Ukraine the program for afforestation of river banks and development of the operating rules for the Dniester Reservoirs are being carried out; three automatic hydrological posts on the rivers Siret and Prut were set up. Setting of automatic hydrological posts on the Dniester are expected to be financed by the World Bank loan;
· Mr Petruk drew attention to the issue of degradation and disappearance of small rivers. A "Concept of  small rivers of Ukraine” to address this issue was developed and submitted for approval of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine;  
· Mr Bujac informed about the programme "Compact" (2010-2015) of the Millennium Challenge Corporation which aims at rehabilitation of irrigation systems in 2011-2015, development of "Management of a Moldovan part of Dniester River Basin" in line with a new draft Law "On Water" and the provisions of the EU Water Framework Directive 2000/60/EC, and establishment of the Dniester Basin Committee.

22. Mr Bujac drew attention to the need to update the names of the ministries and other government agencies on the Dniester River basin website and to add links from the sites of water bodies to www.dniester.org. He also suggested to place there results of joint water-ecological sampling and to simplify the procedure for placing information on the website.
C. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Participants of the meeting approved the following recommendations: 

      With regard to this meeting
23. The meeting participants appreciated the development of the project (principal results and next steps in the project implementation are listed in Annex 3; photos from meetings, purchased materials and equipment can be found in Annex 4).
24. The draft meeting report will be sent to the participants; after that comments on the draft report should be directed to Ms Kutonova within three weeks. The version of the report with comments taken into account will be considered approved and disseminated among the meeting participants and other stakeholders, and posted on the site of the project. 
25. It is necessary to continue information exchange and coordination of activities between the Dniester-III project and other (including the above-mentioned) projects in the Dniester basin.
With regard to draft Dniester River basin Treaty
26. Ms Kutonova will send an updated version of the draft Treaty (without brackets to some articles) to the meeting participants within 3 days after the end of the meeting. 
27. Both states are willing to contribute to further procedural agreement of the draft Treaty, and will confirm this intention at the meeting of the UNECE Committee on Environmental Policy (Geneva, 24-27 May 2011) and at a fourth meeting of the Parties of the Aarhus Convention (Chisinau, 29 June -01 July 2011), to sign the Treaty at the Ministerial Conference "Environment for Europe" (Astana, Kazakhstan, 21-23 September 2011).
With regard to other project components 
28. The Information Management working group will continue to work in accordance with the plan (see Annex 3).
29. Activities of Sanitary-Hygienic working group in the project are completed and approved by the meeting participants. By the end of the project further work will be done on virological surveillance component of water quality. Regulations developed by the group should be submitted to Ministry of Health Care of Ukraine and signed at the next meeting of the Board, or, subject to the signing of the Treaty on the Dniester basin, at the first meeting of the Basin Commission.
30. The project will continue to facilitate the signing of the annex to the draft Treaty on "Cooperation in the field of aquatic biological (living) resources and fishing management in the Dniester River Basin". The results of field studies will be presented at the last meeting of the Dniester-III project.
31. An integrated hydro-chemical expedition will be held in the summer of 2011 in consultation with the working group on water-ecological monitoring.
32. The Pilot project on reduction of vulnerability to floods and climate change adaptation will be implemented in accordance with the plan. If there is sufficient material to discuss, the next meeting of the working group will be organized back-to-back to the final meeting of the Dniester-III project (preliminary – in October-November 2011).
33. The participants welcomed the implementation of the public awareness project component. The project will continue to support the suggestions which were supported in 2009 and 2010.
With regard to the next meeting 
34. Final project meeting will be organized in October-November 2011.
